 The Curriculum and the Staff who Deliver it

St. Peter’s High School was involved in the piloting of the new N. I. Curriculum at KS3 (Yrs 8, 9 + 10) and provided leadership for other schools to learn from.  The Revised N.I. Curriculum is now well established in the school.

In relation to the Entitlement Framework at KS4 (Yrs 11 + 12) St. Peter’s works with the North West Regional College to provide access to a full range of academic and vocational courses.

As our numbers have fallen over the past few years so has our staff and in the year of this report there were four reductions in the teaching staff complement.  The curriculum is still delivered to all our pupils and the quality of that delivery has been unaffected.

Our Building

Our school opened in 1971 and, although fit for purpose, does require extensive maintenance and refurbishment.  We have general classrooms and all the specific subject teaching areas for the delivery of practical subjects that we require.
Parents’ Information

Ongoing and updated information for parents on all aspects of school life is available on-line on the school website: www.stpetersderry.com.  The School Development Plan and all other Policy documents are available for inspection by parents in the school.  Copies are normally free of charge.

All parents were sent a copy of the school’s ‘Acceptable Use of the Internet Procedures’.
Year 8 pupils and their parents attended a Welcome Evening in September and our school Mass was held in October.
There were no formal complaints lodged by parents to the Boards of Governors in this academic year.

Formal interviews with parents of KS3 pupils take place on the same school day and use an appointment system.  Parents Nights for Yrs 11, 12 and 13 are held once a year to review progress.  A written progress report is sent out once per academic year.

TECHNOLOGY & DESIGN

Major Achievements of the Year:

· Subject specific ICT skills have improved across the whole of KS3.  This is due to the earlier introduction of CAD/CAM software (Solid Works) and Photoshop elements at the start of Year 8 carried through to Year 9 and finally next year to Year 10.   
· The mixed ability exercise books have now been completed.   These ensure that all areas of the theory components of the subject are covered and compensate for the range of abilities within the school.  These booklets provide the opportunity for students to complete the theory work within the specified time allowing greater time for pupils to develop the essential practical skills through manufacturing.
· Years 8, 9 and 10 students are involved with Young Enterprise and are in the process of manufacturing products to be sold at the Craft Fair.
· Levels of attainment have risen throughout the whole of KS3. (This is in relation to manufacturing products).

Targets set September 2011:

· To develop a greater level of subject specific ICT skills/competencies across KS3.
· To raise attainment levels across the whole of KS3, (both Theory & practical).
· STEM – Cross-curricular projects to be carried out with Science and Maths.

· Two year 9 pupils Daniel Wade and Dylan Lynch won 2nd prize in the good food Northern Ireland ‘Breakfast Rap’ competition. They performed the winning rap ‘Launch into life with breakfast’ at the grand final at the Balmoral show to great acclaim.
· The choir performed on many occasions both in school and in the community. Performances by groups of instrumentalists and the school choir included;

the school mass, leavers mass, prize giving, carols at Foyleside for The Samaritans, school carol service and coffee morning for SVDP. 

· Many pupils access the peripatetic music lessons on weekly basis. Pupils learn Guitar, Percussion, DJ’ing and Tin Whistle. Many of these pupils also participate in the school choir. This enhances their experience of classroom music, allows a valuable outlet for their energy and creativity, and builds confidence and self esteem.

This support is clearly paying dividends as evidenced by the results—GCSE A*-C—80%. 

The Department intends to extend elements of MIA for KS3 through Vocational Stem Video Production. This will clearly lay the foundations for those pupils who selected MIA at the end of Year 10.

SPORTING ACHIEVEMENTS
